YOUTH BORED SHOWS

APPALSHOP’S BOONE MOTOR BUILDING

WHITESBURG, KENTUCKY

INFORMATION SHEET
General Rules:

· All Youth Bored Shows are drug and alcohol free.  There is no smoking inside the Boone building.  
· All Youth Bored Shows are open to all ages.

· All music must end by 10:30, and the building closed down by 11:00pm.

· On weekdays (M-F) doors cannot open before 6pm. 

· All trash, inside and out, must be taken out to the dumpster after the show. 
· A responsible Promoter and Appalshop Liaison must be identified for each show.

Show Promoters:
Individuals wanting to have a show in the Boone building can contact Appalshop as a Show Promoter.  Before planning a show, Promoters must set a date for the show, and identify an Appalshop Liaison.  Show Promoters must pay the Appalshop Liaison $50.00 before the show for their time.  Show Promoters must also check to see that the building is available.  All Youth Bored Shows must have an Appalshop Liaison.  

If you have never been a Youth Bored show promoter before, you must schedule an appointment with an Appalshop staff person for a walk through of the building prior to the scheduled event.  Show promoters with previous Youth Bored experience are not required to do a walk through before the event, but may want to.  

Show Promoters are responsible for:
· Advertising and promoting the show.
· Booking bands, and addressing their questions or needs
· Setting up before the show

· Setting the door price (as a ‘suggested donation’) and collecting money at the door. 

· Appalshop does not provide any equipment.  All equipment is the responsibility of the Promoter

· Making sure that there are no drugs or alcohol in the building, and asking people to leave if necessary

· Keeping people out of the street (Cops have had a problem with this in the past).

· If the cops show up, working with the Appalshop Liaison to deal with the situation. 

· Music must end at 10:30 and the building must be shut down by 11:00pm. 

· Cleaning up the building and bathrooms, cleaning up any trash from outside the building, and putting all trash in the dumpster. 

· ANY DAMAGE TO THE BUILDING IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PROMOTER, AND THAT PERSON WILL BE LIABLE.

Appalshop Liaisons:
An Appalshop Liaison is an Appalshop staff person who will chaperone the show.  Appalshop Liaisons will be responsible for unlocking the building before the show, and locking the building after the show.  They will also be responsible for assisting the Show Promoter when necessary, and doing a walk through of the building before the actual event if the show promoter is new.  Responsibilities might include talking to the Cops or asking people to leave if necessary.  The Appalshop Liaison should be on the Appalshop grounds for the duration of the show. 

Appalshop Liaisons are to be paid $50.00.  This is the only fee for use of the Boone building, and must be paid in advance.  Youth Bored Events must have an Appalshop Liaison.
Contracts signed by the Show Promoter and Appalshop Liaison must be turned in to Appalshop, with the fee, at least 3 days before the event.
A list of staff persons interested in working Youth Bored Shows as a Liaison is listed below.  These individuals have their own schedules and priorities, and may not always be available.  Also listed are their interests, as they may be more inclined to work a show that matches these interests.
